PRIME HOGGS 
Prime hoggs continue to be in demand with the trade holding firm for a larger entry in excess of 2000 hoggs 
forward. There was an overall market average of 311p/kg. 
Stealing the headlines today was a consignment of heavy weight Beltex x ram hoggs from WN Avison & Son, 
Melmerby selling to £218, £210, £200 x4 and £190 x2. Other leading prices for heavy weight Texels was £198 
and £190 from A Lodge, Malham Moor. The consignment from JR & LA Capstick, Killington sold to £181 followed 
by £180 from RF Lambert, Bainbridge and J & J Postlethwaite, Howgill with plenty of pens heavy weight 
continental hoggs selling in the one hundred and seventies. Handy weighted continental hoggs continued to be in 
most demand and keenly sought after selling between 340p/kg and 360p/kg.  Best conformation hoggs sold in 
excess of 370p/kg topping at 390p/kg from BC Gregg, Masham selling 40kg hoggs to £156. 
Mule hogg trade continues to be very similar at Hawes. Heavy weight mules sold to a top of £160 from M Walker, 
Skipton with other mules weighing in the region of 50kg selling in the region of £150. Mules in the mid forty kilo 
range in strongest demand regularly selling between 315p/kg and 320p/kg.  
Horned hoggs continue to meet plenty of demand in Hawes with heavy weight Swaledale hoggs weighing in 
excess of 50kg regularly selling in the region of the mid one hundred and forties. They sold to a top of £149 
numerous times from WN Avison & Son, Melmerby; GJ & ME Walker, Dunsop Bridge; DL Mudd, Buckden and 
MR & LE Rukin, Keld who sold other pens to £148. The consignment from R & E Cowperthwaite, Stockdale sold 
two big pen fulls to £148 and £147. Buyers keen to purchase Swaledale hoggs well fleshed. Light weight 
Swaledale hoggs a sharper trade today and keenly sought after regularly selling in the region of 300p/kg. 
Dalesbred hoggs sold to a top of £143.50 at 46kg from TW Clark & Son, York followed by 44kg hoggs from R 
Capstick & Son, Ingleton. Lonks sold to £143 at 45kg from MP & HM York, Howgill. Rough fell hoggs sold to a top 
of £146 from K Milburn & A Devlin, Sedbergh followed by the consignment from MP & HM York, Howgill. Scotch 
Blackface hoggs sold to £126 at 39kg from K Milburn & A Devlin, Sedbergh. 
There was a handful of goats forward in which more could have been sold with demand high. They sold to £140 
twice with smaller goats selling to £110 from RN Hoggarth, Howgill.
