941 PRIME LAMBS 
The weekly sale of prime lambs saw an increased number of lambs forward selling to an overall market average 
of 292p/kg for 941 as more hill lambs now come forward into the market. Buyers were looking forward lambs well 
finished. Heavy weight lambs continue to meet eager bidding in Hawes topping the sale at £186 and £184 from 
Whyte & Percival. This was followed by heavy weight Texels selling to £168 from EM Winspear and £167 from 
Seth Guy. Other leading prices for heavy weight Texel lambs sold to £160 from R & R Gornall, £159 from T 
Tenant & Son and £158 from J Scarr & sons. Heavy weight Suffolk lambs sold to a top of £153 from DA & MA 
Brown & Son followed by others to £149 from Jess Labbate.  
Well finished handy weighted continental lambs still sold in the region of the 300p/kg mark. Best conformation 
Beltex lambs sold to a top of £166 or 353p/kg at 47kg from EM Winspear. This was followed by the consignment 
from R Mudd & Sons selling Beltex lambs at 46kg to £154 and £153 with other pens to £148x2, £145.50 and 
£145 from the same home.   
Good to have numbers of mules coming forward nicely now and meeting eager bidding ringside. The mule trade 
topped at £150 for 53kg from R & R Gornall followed by 50kg mules selling to £148 from J Scarr & Sons. A pen of 
49kg mules from JE Cowperthwaite sold to £142.50. Plenty pens of well fleshed mule lambs selling in the early 
one hundred and thirties.

The consignment from JR & LA Capstick stole the headlines winning the first prize pen of Mule Gimmer Shearling 
and the first prize pen of Continental Gimmer Shearlings. The sale was topped by the first prize pen of 
Continental Gimmer Shearlings selling to £325 with the second prized pen from same home to £275. The much-
admired run of mule gimmer shearlings from JR & LA Capstick first prized pen sold to £300 and second prize pen 
to £275 with other pens from this good home selling to £270, £265 x3, £260 and £255.  
The other leading prices saw continental gimmer shearlings sell to £260 from Trevor Sharp and Kate Fell. Mule 
gimmer shearlings sold to £240 and £235 from WA Towler, £238 and £235x2 from Simon Yates and £235 and 
£230x2 from Beck Hill Farm. The market averages saw all mule gimmer shearlings forward average £234 and 
continental gimmer shearlings average £221. 
The breeding ewes saw eager bidding topped at £245 for 1 crop Cheviot Mules, £240 for Texel ewes and £210 
for a pen of Mule ewes all from JR & LA Capstick.
